The Assessment Data Export Application (ADEA) was created to provide district and school
personnel access to enrolled students’ assessment scores. The application can return results for
individual students in the form of an assessment result transcript. The application can also return
results for all students enrolled in a school or district based on the assessment date or based on
enrollment from the most recent ISEE submission.

Circumstances or situations which warrant the use of this application may include:

1. Newly arrived student transferring from an Idaho School District or Charter School
2. Data Analysis - how many students took the assessment, number counts by grade
level, sort/filter by demographic group like male/female

Data file to import into student information system or learning management system
Recover data or access to test results no longer available (e.g. IELA)

Provide information for all currently enrolled students, regardless of where they
originally tested

6. Provide access to all assessment results in a given year in one location

Appendix II. Glossary

ACT: College Entrance Exam. Currently required for all 11" grade students to take one college
entrance exam.

IELA: Former summative English language assessment administered to all eligible students in a
limited English program. Assessment ended in 2015.

ISAT Alt: The Alternate Assessment Aligned to Alternate Achievement Standards,
administered to students in grades 3-8 and 11 in ELA and Math. The AA-AAS Science
assessment is a portfolio of student work in grades 5, 7 and 10 submitted through the IPASS
application. The alternate assessment portfolio in ELA and Math concluded in 2014.

ISAT ELA: Idaho Standards Achievement Test for English Language Arts. Summative test
required for grades 3-8 and 10 (grade 11 currently optional). Aligns with Idaho Content
Standards.

ISAT EOC: High school End of Course Summative Assessment for Biology and Chemistry.
Students are required to participate in either biology or chemistry in grades 10-12.

ISAT Math: Idaho Standards Achievement Test for Math. Summative test required for grades
3-8 and 10 (grade 9 and 11 currently optional). Aligns with Idaho Content Standards.

ISAT Science: Idaho Standards Achievement Test for Science. Summative test required for
grades 5 and 7.

SAT: College Entrance Exam by the College Board. Currently required for all 11" grade
students to take one college entrance exam.

WIDA-ACCESS 2.0: Annual summative English language assessment required for K-12
students currently in a limited English program. Assessment began in 2016.
